2. Abstraction Posting Instruction


I. First step is to put your title in main report page.

II. Next step is to finish your individual page.

III. Please follow instruction below.



· Go to Project page and scroll all the way down. Then click Edit which you can see on the footer.
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· Now, you will be able to see a text box with html code. 
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· Find your name in the textbox with search. (if you are using windows, please press “CTRL + F”. If you are using Mac, please press “apple key + F”. And then type your name and search.)
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· Now, it is time to put your title. In the middle line, you will be able to see following code.
